Sote tuligubikwa na furaha baada ya Mkutano wa Vijana 

wa Femina mwaka huu ambapo mimi na Fema clubbers 

wengine tulipata fursa ya kuhudhuria sherehe za 

maadhimisho ya miaka 20 ya Femina!

We were all dizzy with excitement, after the Annual Youth Conference this 

year, I and other Fema clubbers got to participate in the Femina 20 year 

party! Wow, most of us clubbers from schools across the country had 

never been to a big party like that. It was held in the Diamond Jubilee Hall, 

the decorations were spectacular, the Femina team’s fashion show on the 

catwalk was a blast, the Awards, many and heartwarming and the live 

performance on stage from one of Tanzania’s most well-known bands - 

The Mafik - was amazing. People were seated around big round tables and 

everyone was so accessible. We talked to many of our fellow ‘Femina family’ 

members and we even met some ‘muzungu’ foreigners and ‘big people’, 

government ministers who had come to celebrate the anniversary. 



The Mafik band performed three popular songs 

during the party night, and one of them was with the 

famous Barnaba!! They invited the audience to come 

up and sing with them and we can’t forget the Fema 

clubber, Mu Rapper from Tanga, he was so impressive 

and entertained us by rapping about Fema clubs.  It 

was so exciting that they gave a chance to talented 

youth to perform. The Mafik helped to spread the 

‘power of love’ that evening. So, who are they and 

how did they start their journey into music?

The Mafik, which stands for ‘Maendeleo, Fikra Pevu 

na Kazi’, is a group of three formed in 2016, namely 

Rhino (28), Mbalamwezi (26) and Hamadai (27). All of 

them have been singing all their lives but found that 

they had a sound and Bongo Flava style that matched, 

so decided to form a band together.  The group is 

well known for the songs Passenger and Niwaze 

(which they sang with Ruby), Sio mbaya (featuring 

Ben Pol), Karola, Sheba and Dodo; songs about love 

and relationships. They talk to us about the power of 

teamwork and how they share all the responsibilities 

and tasks involved in making music!

The Mafik, jina ambalo limetokana na maneno

hao ni Rhino (28), Mbalamwezi (26) na Hamadai 

(27). Wote hawa wamekuwa waimbaji katika 

maisha yao yote lakini wakagundua kwamba wana 

sauti na staili ya Bongo Flava ambayo inaendana, 

hivyo wakaamua kuunda bendi pamoja. Kundi 

hili limevuma zaidi kwa nyimbo zao Passenger na 

Niwaze (ambayo waliimba na Ruby), Sio mbaya 

(walimshirikisha Ben Pol), Karola, Sheba na Dodo; 

nyimbo ambazo zinahusu mapenzi na mahusiano. 

Wanatueleza kuhusu nguvu ya ‘teamwork’ na jinsi 

wanavyoshirikiana katika majukumu yao yote na 

kazi zinazohusu kutengeneza muziki! 

Rhino and Sekela from girl power 

team perfoming together

Hamadai akifanya vitu vyake.
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This means Rhino, Hamadai and Mbalamwezi all write  

the lyrics, play some instruments and they are all vocalists. 

They are hot right now, their music is heard on radio and they 

have been performing at music festivals such as Tigo Fiesta 

in Singida, Dodoma and Dar es Salaam regions, Zanzibar 

International Festival (ZIFF) as well as the Komaa Concert in 

Dar es Salaam, etc. We wonder, how did they make it this  

far in the music business?

Rhino explains that the music industry has both benefits and 

challenges. For example, there are many opportunities to 

perform, but the money most musicians earn is not enough 

to make you rich. You have to invest a lot of ‘blood sweat and 

tears’ as they say, and you have to love what you do. The cost 

of production is high, you need equipment and instruments to 

start but still the income that comes from ‘selling’ the music 

doesn’t always match the investment. However, the most 

rewarding part of being a musician is feeling the love from the 

audience and getting the exposure, meeting other artists and 

networking.

Komaa jijini Dar es Salaam. Tunashangaa wamewezaje kufika 

mbali namna hii katika nyanja ya muziki?

Rhino anaeleza kwamba tasnia ya muziki ina faida na pia ina 

changamoto zake. Kwa mfano, kuna fursa nyingi za kufanya 

show, lakini kipato wanachokipata wanamuziki walio wengi 

hakitoshi kumtajirisha mtu. Unapaswa kuwekeza ‘jasho la 

damu na machozi’ kama wasemavyo, na ni lazima ukipende 

kile unachokifanya. Gharama za uzalishaji ziko juu, unapoanza 

unahitaji vifaa lakini kipato unachokipata kwa ‘kuuza’ muziki 

hakilingani na kiasi unachowekeza. Hata hivyo, uzuri wa kuwa 

mwanamuziki ni ile hali ya kufurahiwa na hadhira na fursa ya 

kufika sehemu mbalimbali, kukutana na wasanii wengine na 

kujenga mtandao wa watu.

Mbalamwezi adds that everyone who has talent and wants 

to take it out there needs a manager. This is someone with 

the right expertise and who can assist with mentorship so 

that you learn what to do and what no to do to develop your 

talent and how you can work with other musicians to form 

a band. The Mafik are currently under the management of 

Michael Mlingwa, known as Mx Carter. He is also the current 

manager of other famous artists such as Shetta, Damian Soul, 

Shilole and Barnaba. 

The Mafik is known for inviting members of their audience to 

joined them on stage to sing. They explain that as a musician, 

you need to be able to communicate with the audience to 

show them love and appreciation as they in return engage 

with you. “It is the audience who make us loved and famous. 

It is through their happiness that we become who we are.  

The Mafik dream about opening a centre that can coach and 

educate other youth about music. “We would like to share 

our love of music and coach the next generation of youth. 

There is a lot you need to know about the music industry, the 

rules and how to make an income from sharing your music.”  

“Life is how you make it” Rhino concludes. “Your life is yours 

and no one else’s. Put on your shoes and gear yourself to 

live the life you want. You have to believe that nothing is 

impossible. You cannot wait for help. You have to be your 

own savior. It is your duty to prove to the world that YOU 

have the talent.” 

“Yes! You have to work as though your life depends on it, 

because in many instances, it actually does.” Mbalamwezi 

carries on. “Acquire the knowledge that is needed to succeed 

and remember, fame doesn’t come overnight. But hard work 

always pays.  Always.”

She loves hair styles, especially 
extensions and eye makeup, as she wants her eyes to look bigger. 
All in all, Sekela enjoys finding her own style, and things that 
people will recognize as being all about ‘her’ personality. 

Remember: Your personality can be expressed with details of 
dressing up and are also part of how you present yourself. 

Sekela has grown to learn a lot about how she feels when she is 
with others. She has realized that sometimes she feels shy when 
in large groups, especially if she has a ‘bad hair day’. She needs 
something to boost her CONFIDENCE and her SELF ESTEEM. 
Dressing up and having her hair done, helps boost her mood! 
She can then walk with her head high, and when entering a room 
- feel attractive and powerful. That is the beauty of being able to 
choose what you wear and how you want to wear it!

Remember: Confidence and a positive self-esteem is important 
for everything you do! Explore how dressing, hair styling, even 
make up can help! Wear your confidence with pride! But it is also 
important to understand that you do not have to wear make 
up. Even if you are surrounded by people who wear make up, 
you can still choose to go natural if that is what you like. With 
or without makeup, you are beautiful. You do not have to do 
something simply because everyone else is doing it.

I was so 
eager to express myself and understand who I could be.

The challenges in photography are many. Firstly, people do not realize 

the value of photography, but the truth is, pictures last a lifetime. For 

example, at an event, people will pay more money to hire a venue or 

pay for food. And all these expire before the day ends. But photographs 

last forever. Secondly, purchasing the right equipment is not cheap. One 

needs to save so as to invest in the right gear. And thirdly, the public tend 

to value photos of celebrities and famous people, instead of pictures 

that show the beauty of nature, the country and its people which I love 

to capture. There is little to no market for such images here in Tanzania. 

That is why I currently do mostly wedding photography and not 

nature photography. However, it is still my hope that through wedding 

photography, I can still manifest people’s dreams and make their wishes 

for their special day come true.

Now back to the photograph I showed you in the beginning. Every image 

has a story behind it. I don’t know her name of the woman in the picture 

and I doubt that she knows mine.  I met her in Simiyu District, North 

West of Tanzania. After taking the pictures, I walked over and asked her 

about her story, and this is what she told me:

Albert walked over to 
a shelf and pulled out a 

covered photograph that he 
obviously kept safe. He came back 

to the table and sat down, then opened the big photo in front 
of me. He didn’t say a word. 

The photo showed an elderly woman who stood behind a steel fence. 

To me she looked strong, and like she had been through a lot. She gazed 

straight into the camera’s lens, without hesitation. Her eyes seemed 

teary, but one couldn’t be sure. She seemed sad, but again, one couldn’t 

say that with certainty. I looked at the picture for a very long time, and 

though I came up with many questions on what could be the story of 

this photo, I just couldn’t find the answers. 

“What’s her story?” I asked.  “Before I tell you this woman’s story,” he said, 

“let me tell you mine.” 

 

“My name is Albert Mbepera. I studied Cultural Anthropology and 

Tourism at Tumaini University. I am a photographer by profession, 

and if asked the three things that I am most passionate about, then I’d 

definitely say photography, travelling and taking risks. My dream is to one 

day take a photograph that will be recognized internationally and I hope 

this picture will bear a story that will make everyone value humanity.

My journey towards professional photography began in college. Through 

the photography classes that I took, and interesting teacher that I had,  

I developed a strong passion for taking pictures. I recall that we only had 

one camera to practice, but I can tell you, I was the one who practiced 

the most! I also went on to research more about photography on the 

internet. The youth today are so lucky! You can learn photography on 

Youtube and through many free online courses! Just search!

I founded my company, Manifester Brand, in 2013. The name was 

inspired by the word ‘manifestation’ in the Bible, which meant to 

‘manifest’ things. I couldn’t have done it without my mentor, Raqey 

Allaraqya of I-View Studios. He was the one who coached me while I 

worked at his firm as a graphic designer in 2010.

Thereafter, I 

started getting calls for events all over Sengerema and now I 

am a pretty popular MC out here. I make money from this 

side job but I still enjoy my main job - teaching!

I am unique.

I have many beautiful attires; suits to be specific, and I wear 

them according to the event. There are certain things that 

make me stand out, like I don’t wear the same clothes 

from the beginning to the end; I change. Second, I give out 

goodies to the guests: I scratch phone cards, read them out 

and the fastest fingers in the room gets airtime. Thirdly, 

I give out free pictures to the bride and groom. I take a 

picture with them, frame it with a nice message and hand 

it to them, to remind them of the day. At ceremonies, I 

do not speak too much so that guests get time to dance 

and enjoy the event. I personally am a very good dancer 

so I join in. All this makes me different from other MCs.
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Planning to be an MC?

Being a MC is a really good job, it pays well if you invest 

in building your name.  It is an art, it is a talent and not 

everybody is born with it but I must say it can also be learnt. 

The good thing about this job is that the capital is - YOU. 

It is embedded in your talent and professionalism. Respect 

people’s orders for scheduled work, don’t get greedy and book 

too many jobs at the same time. Listen to your clients, but 

most of all be punctual. The rest is all up to your creativity.  If 

you want to add value, save some capital and buy a good sound 

system, you see nowadays people want an MC who brings their 

own music and DJ. That will put you in more demand but also 

gets you more income.

Of course, every job 

has its own challenges. Sometimes they pay you less than 

agreed, sometimes the guests are not punctual, so the 

event starts late and you find yourself rushing 

through the program making your job look a 

bit disorganized. You just have to manage.

My jobs complement each other

Being a teacher has made me trustworthy, 

ethical and hardworking but also a lot 

more accessible as people now know 

where they can find me. 

Being an MC helps me as a teacher 

because I get more and more 

entertaining in class, which gets 

the students more attentive and 

active which in turn allows them 

to understand better.

How do I balance the two? 

Very easy. Teaching happens 

during the day while being an 

MC happens at night, and 

mostly weekends. So, I have 

time for both.
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There are many benefits
I am never idle. I MC anything, from 

send offs to bag parties to weddings and 

religious events. I do engagement parties 

and graduations. Being an MC allows me 

to network with many people and this is 

a great asset.

Now I am able to not only take my kids 

to school but also pay for my younger 

sister’s college tuition fee. I have a house 

in Mwanza and a plot in Dar. I have a car 

which facilitates my movements and 

allows me to do what I love the most – 

touring historical sites.

“My form four results were not impressive and 

couldn’t get me into high school, but education is 

important to me, so I took a certificate course in 

journalism instead. My thinking is that combining 

comedy and journalism will help me”.

Getting  
guidance 

In his creative exploration, trying to 

understand how he could make an income of 

his comedy, he has registered with BASATA, the 

National Arts Council. This is the government 

institution that is legally tasked with registering 

artists in the country. I wanted to understand the processes that 

will allow me to legally and smoothly navigate the world of art” 

he explains. They gave me advice on how to grow artistically and 

make sure that my content and language use is acceptable.  I have 

to submit my major projects to BASATA for feedback and I have 

been advised on a few things, like how to register my work with the 

copyright society, COSOTA – a government institution that protects 

artist’s intellectual property rights. I also learned that BASATA can 

defend you if your rights as an artist are being violated. “

Some people say that BASATA is an obstacle delaying artists’ ability 

to operate and therefore their success, that it can limit ‘artistic 

freedom’. So far Dulvanni has not experienced that in any way, he 

comments “as artists we should embrace the culture of receiving 

critique and be aware of our audience and respect their feelings. 

Avoiding politics is also good advice”.

His thoughts echo those of BASATA Executive Secretary, Godfrey 

Mngereza, “one of the functions of the Council is to provide advise 

by critiquing art for the purpose of improving it, not to discourage 

the artists or delay their accomplishment. Globally in the art industry 

there are people called critics, you give them your lyrics, your book 

or any work of art, they review it and give you feedback”

“You have to understand the rules of the game to get there”, explains 

Dulvanni. “I believe in progress, in moving ahead, I don’t want 

anything to hold me down. I want to go far in this  

comedy career.” 

About BASATA

 z It is a Government institution that oversees development of 

the arts in the country. It advises stakeholders on all aspects  

of art and registers artists issuing them licenses to operate. 

 z For a group or individual artist to register, they need to submit 

their profile, photographs and fill out forms that are available 

at cultural offices in the district, BASATA headquarters and at 

www.basata.go.tz 

 z Registration fees are 45,000/= for individual artist, 85,000/= for 

groups and 115,000/= for music production studios. You can 

also register recreation halls.

 z It is an offense to operate without BASATA registration, doing 

so is similar to driving without a license

 z Provides capacity building to artists through workshops, 

festivals, cultural exchange programs locally and 

internationally. It gives out 6 scholarships to promote female 

artists at the Bagamoyo Institute of Arts (TaSUBa). 

 z In conjunction with the National Examinations Council, 

BASATA awards best students at form four level in all art 

subjects including music, painting, sculptures and performing 

arts. 

Dulvanni has been doing comedy for a long time, but it’s just recently 

that he decided to try it as a career. When he started, he would act out 

funny videos for new hit songs by various artists and would upload 

them online. But he wanted to create his own fresh material.

He is known for playing double characters, female and male, in his 

comic skits. “People had a lot of questions about that in the beginning, 

it took time to make them understand it was just ‘art’. There was 

a reason for why I started to play double roles. At the time I was 

producing on small budgets, I had to bring in other people to act with 

me, but sometimes they wouldn’t show up, I had to get creative and 

play two roles. I’ll do anything to provoke and make people laugh”. 

Every school has that one student everybody knows, the 

really popular one. Some get that reputation because they 

are trouble makers, others because they get involved in 

everything that happens at school. And then there are crowd 

pullers, like Abdallah Sultan was at Tabata High Secondary 

School. He always had a story to share and a crowd around him 

ready to listen! He is now known as Dulvanni, the comedian.

Already 

popular on social 

networks, Dulvanni (21) will 

soon be seen on television. Recently 

he signed with DStv and will appear 

on TV screens throughout Africa. His 

dream of becoming famous is just gaining 

momentum.  He has already worked with 

artists like Diamond Platnumz, done 

ads for phone companies and 

has been part of the Fema 

TV Show. 

Amazing creativity and his willingness to try new things has helped 

him build a name quickly. He is a great fan of comedians like Joti, 

Kevin Hart, Mr Bean and Charlie Chaplin. “These comedy stars 

showed me that everything is possible in comedy and since I was a 

kid I wanted to be like them, says Dulvanni.  

“Now I’ve seen the light,” he adds, “but I have also realized that 

to become popular you have to be aware and take responsibility 

for what you say.”
